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He is widely credited as the "Father of Video Games" for his
pivotal role in developing the first video game system in the

multiplayer, multiprogram video game system, and later
developed the Magnavox Odyssey, the first home video game
console. While there were earlier experiments with electronic

games, Baer's work was instrumental in making interactive video
games accessible to the masses and shaping the modern video

game industry
